INFORMATION FOR RESIDENCY CLASSIFICATION

A Florida "resident for tuition purposes” is a person who has, or a dependent person whose parent or legal guardian has, established and maintained legal residency
in Florida for at least twelve months. Residence in Florida must be as a bonafide domicile rather than for the purpose of maintaining a residence incident to enrollment
at an institution of higher education. To qualify as a Florida resident for tuition purposes, you must be a U.S. citizen, permanent resident alien, or legal alien granted
indefinite stay by the Immigration and Naturalization Service.

SELF-REPORTED GPA CoMPUTATION AND WORKSHEET
FOR GRADUATE APPLICATIONS

All applicants for graduate study at the University of Florida are required to compute their college-level junior and senior year grade point
average. Please use these definitions as guidelines:

Junior and senior level study refers specifically to all course work taken after the term during which you earned 60 semester hours or 90
quarter hours. Typically, these courses are taken in the third and fourth years of study. This course work continues until you graduate
with a baccalaureate degree.

If you apply to graduate school before you have graduated, your calculation of grade point average (GPA) would continue up to but not
including the current term of enrollment. The current term is considered a term in progress.

This GPA calculation includes all course work completed. Do not include courses that were dropped or courses that do not award letter
grades (e.g., satisfactory/unsatisfactory grades). However, if you have repeated a course, both grades must be included.

Your grade point average is determined by computing the ratio of grade points to semester or quarter hours attempted.

Divide grade points by total credit hours: 102 divided by 33 = 3.09 GPA
